Nursery have settled back in well and have begun their topic of minibeasts. In literacy theyhave been 
learning the story of The Very Hungry Caterpillar and the children are doing a great job of joining in to retell 
the story. In the garden they have been busy working together to create a path through the trees into the 
nature area where we search for minibeasts; the children have really enjoyed being a part of helping to 
create this space and sharing ideas for what they would like it to look like! They have also found many 
interesting minibeasts hiding under all of the leaves and soil along the way which was very exciting! 
 
In Reception the children  have been looking at our new story Dear Zoo. The children listened to the story 
and then remembered the vocabulary that describes each animal. In Maths we have been learning about 
sharing and grouping. We have been learning about the jungle and about the different animals that live in 
there. 
 
In Year 1 It has been so lovely welcoming all the children back this week and hearing all about their half 
term fun! We have started a new book in English called Lubna and Pebble and the children have thoroughly 
enjoyed the start, making a rock friend and creating a cosy home for it using adjectives.   In maths they 
have been learning their numbers all the way to 100. In D&T the children have been learning the difference 
between fruits and vegetables- preparing them for smoothie making in a few weeks! 
 
This week, Year 2 children have begun writing poems about the teachers at Hillside Infant School. They 
used fantastic adjectives and enjoyed making each other laugh with their creative and humorous 
descriptions of the staff. In maths, we have been revising learning from previous units. The children did 
really well estimating numbers on a number line and identifying odd and even numbers with confidence.

Important Reminder – Breakfast and After School 
Club Bookings 
We are delighted that our Breakfast and After School Clubs 
remain so popular with families. However, we continue to 
have children arriving at Breakfast Club without a booking.    
Please note that all children must be booked in advance. 
Unfortunately, we cannot accept children who arrive 
without a booking, as this may cause us to exceed the 
required staff-to-child ratios set by the government, which 
we must follow to ensure the safety and wellbeing of all 
children. 
 
We have also noticed an increasing number of parents 
requesting places for After School Club on the door in the 
mornings.  While we understand that emergencies and 
unexpected situations do occur, and we will always try to 
help where possible, bookings must be made by 8:00am 
on the day attendance is required. This allows us to plan 
staffing levels appropriately and ensure we remain within 
the required ratios.  Additional charges may be applied to 
bookings requested after the deadline, or families may be 
turned away if we are unable to accommodate their child 
safely. This is something we would very much like to avoid.
